EPA Delays New Ozone Standard Unveiling . . . Again.


EPA got another delay for issuing the new ozone standard (see attached).  Now its December 31, 2010.  That’s another 2 months we don’t have to prepare SIPs!!!  Hooray!!!  

See . . . procrastination works!!  And during this 2 month period emissions will likely continue to decline as cars, trucks, and other sources continue to get cleaner—which decreases the need for States to come up with generally more costly and less effective SIP control measures (i.e. most emissions now come from federally preempted mobile sources and interstate/international pollutant transport—which States generally cannot control).
