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Study Shows 50 to 66% of Ozone Blowing in from Outside Houston, 72% in Dallas

The attached study found that 50 to 66% of the total ozone in Houston was blown in from outside Houston.  In Dallas the ozone transported from outside the region for one exceedance day constituted 72% of the total ozone concentration.  

The SIP process is therefore not addressing 50 to 72% of the problem.  When you factor in that approximately 60 to 75% of the emissions in these cities are from federally preempted sources such as cars and trucks, you are now down to an “air quality planning process” that addresses 7 to 16% of the problem.  And though States can only effectively address 7 to 16% of the problem, States are 100% responsible.  It’s like building a house, but instead of using a general contractor, making the electrician responsible for everything. We should not be surprised that the house takes more time and money to build, the workmanship is shoddy, and for some reason we have an extraordinary amount of sockets.
